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Introduction

The Hellenic-Canadian Community of Edmonton and Region (the “Community”) is the governing
body of the Hellenic Heritage Language School of Edmonton and Region (the “Hellenic School”)
which operates as a subsection under the Community’s organization and building at 10450 116 St
NW, Edmonton, Alberta T5K 254.

Purpose and Vision Statement

The mandate of the Hellenic School is to enhance knowledge and awareness of the Greek
language, culture and history in its students, Community members and the general public located
in the city of Edmonton and its surrounding regions.

Program

The Hellenic School’s educational program is intended to increase students’ knowledge of the
Greek language and culture. Our program:

i.) is designed for students of any age and cultural background and should

accommodate any level of knowledge, keeping in mind that our focus is on the study of
Greek as a second/heritage language;

ii.) emphasizes Greek culture and, customs and traditions which are part and parcel of the
Greek language;

The study of Greek as a heritage language allows students to develop communication skills, an
awareness of culture and the development of skills and attitudes that can also be applied to the
future learning of other languages. We believe Greek culture and language education promotes
self-respect, respect for members of other cultures and instills a sense of citizenship, identity,
belonging and community in our students. We believe Greek language instruction is instrumental to
the appreciation and preservation of the Greek culture.



General Policies

1. For safety reasons, we ask students to only enter and exit the Community building using the
main entrance.

2. Although the Hellenic School adheres to the Alberta curriculum equivalent of “grades,” our
school identifies individual classes by “levels.” The purpose of this is to encourage students
to enroll according to their appropriate competency level while avoiding the perceived stigma
of their Greek school “grade” failing to correspond to the same “grade” they are currently
enrolled in at their English school.

That said, the following guidelines will be used as a presumption for student enrollment:
i.) Pre-school for students 3.5-4 years of age.

ii.) Kindergarten for students 5-6 years of age.

iii.) Level 1 to Level 6 for students 6-11/12 years of age.
iii) Greek 15, 25 and 35 for students 12-18 years of age.

4. Students seeking placement in a Level but have failed to enroll in or complete the preceding
Level, will require permission from the Principal along with a compelling need and
demonstration of adequate skills prior to permission being granted.

5. A child may enter pre-school only if they are 3.5 years of age, toilet trained and of proven
maturity to withstand classroom activities. If the child has difficulty following the daily program
then the parents/guardians will be invited to enroll their child the following year. The
parents/guardians must agree to this possibility prior to enrolling their child in pre-school. This
recognizes the fact that different children mature at different time points and since the Hellenic
School operates only once a week, this policy avoids excessively prolonged discomfort for the
child and disruption to the rest of the class.

6. A student entering the school as a teenager for the first time with very little to no prior
knowledge of the Greek language may be placed in the adult beginner language class in
order to receive proper sequential instruction. In the event there are other students of a
similar level and age then the Hellenic School will make efforts to group these students
together in their own class.

Similarly, younger students between 8 -12 years of age, may be placed in a class with
students of a younger age in order to obtain basic knowledge prior to entering a class with
more similar peers. This policy recognizes that we are unable to provide one-on-one
learning aids or individualized learning programs if there is a student with significantly lower
knowledge of Greek in a given classroom.



7. Placement of a child in a level rests exclusively with the Principal who will take into
consideration the age and background knowledge of Greek a given student has. An
assessment of knowledge may be required and will be administered by our school’s staff.

Expectations of Students
It is expected that students:

Attend school on a regular basis. Excluding special circumstances, missing 12 or more school
days may result in an automatic repeat of the level enrolled.

Arrive to their class on time. If there are extra-curricular activities that prevent arriving on
time, please discuss this with your child’s teacher.

Bring necessary materials for the day.
Complete assigned homework.

Participate in school-related activities, both inside and outside of the classroom, to the fullest
and best of their ability.

In the event of an absence, inquire with their teacher about any missed
assignments,assessments and/or homework.

Wear indoor shoes inside the building during school hours. The shoes do not have to be left
at the school.

Contribute to keeping their classroom and community environment clean by placing garbage
in the disposal bins provided.

Stay off the stage during school hours unless permitted and supervised by a parent or
member of the teaching staff.

Remain in the Community building during school hours, except when parental permission is
given and under the supervision of a member of the teaching staff.

Respect the learning environment by following teacher instruction.

Respect their peers, teachers and community members. Disruptive behaviour that is
interfering with the learning and comfort of other students will be met by discipline from the
Teacher or Principal which may result in the student’s parent/guardian being called to pick
up their child immediately.

Respect community and school property including books and materials provided by the



school. Actions such as vandalizing desks and/or walls, etc. and defacing or ripping apart
books, will require the student’s parent/guardian to pay for repairs or replacements.

Refrain from bullying or intimidating other students in the school by verbal, physical or
“electronic” means. Students who experience any form of bullying or who witness such an act
are encouraged to inform an adult so the situation can be addressed in a timely manner.

Headphones, electronic devices or phones are not to be utilized during instructional hours
unless permitted by the Teacher.

If a student refuses to participate in cultural dance lessons, they will be required to do
classroom work while their peers are dancing.

Drop off their children on time with the required school materials.

Will not be in the school hallways during instructional hours. There are two designated
areas on the main floor of the hall that are available for your enjoyment.

. The Teacher should be made aware of a potential absence or excessive late arrival.

. Will disclose any information regarding cognitive or behavioral attributes their children may

have so that teachers are better able to accommodate students’ learning needs.

. There will be no supervision provided before or after school hours. Parents are responsible to

drop off and pick up their children during the appropriate times.

. Avoid picking up their child excessively early or after a very short time in class unless there is a

special circumstance.
Ensure that their child has completed assigned homework.

Show a commitment to assisting their child in improving upon areas addressed by the

teacher.

Contribute to exposure of Greek at home during the week in some manner.

10. Support their child by helping to prepare for school celebrations and making an effort to

attend school celebrations.

11. Communicate with the teaching staff in a respectful and appropriate



manner.

13. Ensure that their child(ren) have received all required immunizations.

14. Address any classroom concerns with the student’s Teacher directly in a timely and
respectful manner. In the event of conflict, poor communication or a difficult issue arises, the
Principal may involve him/herself and may escalate the issue to the School Board for further
addressing.

Formal Complaint Path & Escalation

For matters concerning the classroom or learning experience, please communicate with the
student’s teacher directly as a first step before escalating it up the organizational hierarchy.

For matters concerning a given teacher’s conduct, please communicate with the Principal directly
as a first step before escalating it up the organizational hierarchy.

For matters concerning the Principal or overall functioning of the Hellenic School, please
communicate with the School Board or a School Board member directly.
